MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
BETWEEN

LOS ANGELES FIRE DEPARTMENT FOUNDATION

AND

LOS ANGELES WOMEN IN THE FIRE SERVICE
This Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) is entered into as of  date  by and between the Los Angeles Fire Department Foundation (the Foundation), a California non-profit public benefit corporation, and the Los Angeles Women in the Fire Service (LAWFS), a support organization for the women who serve in the fire service through the Los Angeles Fire Department.

The purpose of this MOA is to establish a written understanding between the Foundation and LAWFS, to define each party’s respective role and responsibilities, and to set forth the financial relationship between the Foundation and LAWFS.

Representatives of Parties
The representatives of the respective parties are authorized to administer this MOA and to whom formal notices, demands, requests and communication shall be given are as follows:

All notices required or permitted by this MOA shall be in writing and may be delivered in person, or may be sent by regular, certified or registered mail or by facsimile transmission during normal business hours, or via e-mail and shall be deemed sufficiently given if served in a manner specified in this paragraph.

Roles and Responsibilities of Parties
The Foundation and LAWFS hereby agree that the understanding between them as to the respective roles, responsibilities and financial relationship is as follows:

1.  Authority Fundraising.  This MOA authorizes LAWFS to raise funds to support its needs and activities in furtherance of its mission.  

2. Fund Stewardship.  The Foundation and LAWFS agree that all funds will be deposited in a designated “Adopt a Fire Station” fund for the exclusive use of LAWFS.  Management of the fund by the Foundation will be the same as for any specialized unit of the Los Angeles Fire Department.  

3. Indemnification.  LAWFS shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Foundation from any and all liability, including but not limited to claims, losses, suits, injuries, damages, costs and expenses arising from or as a result of any acts, errors or omissions of the Foundation or its officers, agents or employees.  The Foundation maintains insurance protection necessary to protect the interests of the Foundation.

4. Limitation of Overhead.  Overhead will be no higher than the limits recommended as best practices by Charity Navigator and Guidestar who set the standards for non-profit organizations.

5. Funding Requests.  LAWFS will submit a Foundation grant request (form attached) for disbursement of funds.  Payments will be made directly to vendors.  Limitations on funding are outlined in the Adopt a Fire Station manual (copy attached).
6. Financial Reports.  The Foundation will provide financial reports on the LAWFS account upon request.  The Foundation is audited annually by an outside firm.

7. Disposition of Assets Upon Dissolution.  Upon dissolution of LAWFS, their net assets will be distributed by the Foundation to other Adopt a Fire Station accounts to benefit individual fire stations or special units of the Los Angeles  Fire Department.

Provision of Law and Separability
The parties agree that this MOA is subject to all applicable federal, state and local laws.  If any article, part, or provision of this MOA is in conflict or inconsistent with such laws, or is otherwise held to be invalid or unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction, such MOA article, part or provision will be suspended and superseded by such laws and/or court ruling, and the remainder of this MOA will not be affected thereby, unless the essential purpose of this MOU will be materially impaired thereby.

Entire Agreement
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between parties.  Any prior agreements, promises, negotiations or representations not set forth in this MOA are of no force or effect.  Any amendment to this MOA shall be in writing and signed by the parties.
